SAFETY SUGGESTIONS

Suggestions below are very important for refrigerator safety use.

Plug in refrigerator to proper wall outlet, properly fused according (o its electrical ratings. An individual appliance circuit from
Fuse box is preferable.

Do not put valotike chemicals such as ether und benzens in the refrigerator, because there is i possible danger of exploding,

Do not use inflammable sprays soch as lzcgoer and paint near the refrigerator, because there is 2 danger of ignitng.

[ non aperate the refrigerator in the presence of explosive pos tooavoid a fire or an explasion by ignition of the electric contact
of the refrigerator,

Be cureful no to splash water on the back ol the refnigeraton o use i in sately. The insulation of electric parts will be impaired by
wilkier

The appliance i5 not intended  for use by young children or infirm persons without supervision

Yeump children should be sapervised 1o ensuee that thiey o not play with the appliance,

The key shall be Kept oot of the reach of children gnd not Kept i the vicmity of the relmigomtor.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by a special cord or assembly available from the manufacturer or its service

HUMIDITY CONTROLLED CRISPER

This crisper can control humidity and dryness,

Move the shutter 1o the left when you want to keep humidity.

FOOD STORAGE

Leave spaces ameong foodstuffs 1o help air circolation,

Foodstufts, which are easily dried, should be well wrapped with waxed paper, aluminum fafl or plastic film.

Wrap fish and smoked meats i moisture vapsr prool mutenal o prevent tunsier of odors.

Pre-conls hot foods. wrap them with plastic film or pul them in the airight receptacie.

Wipe of water on the surface of Lhe bottles before storing them.

When you store julcy food, wrap it with plastic Tilm or put it in the wirtighi receptacle,

Be sure pol to store bottles such as heer, cokes, etc. in the fieerer compariment.

Do nol put vegetables, which are liable wo reeize at the rear part of the shelves,

If planning 10 keep fresh fish and meats or a long period. wiap them in freezer poper and store in freezer compartinent,

FROZEN FOODS

Store frozen foods in the freezer after purchase them as soon as possible.

To thaw frozen food such as fish or meals, place them in the fresh food compartment for several hours before cooking. If
you want to thaw food in a hurry, put it in tughtly closed plastic bag and leave it under a running faucet.

DO NOT REFREEZE FOODS!

Once il has thawed completely, food should not be relrozen, In an emergeney, loods may be refrozen if food it still firm and
ice crystals emam, However, these foods may lose quality and flavor. Lse them 25 s0on as possible for they will not kesp as
lomg as fresh frozen.

When vou freeee Tood, wrap il o keep its humdty and Davor before stormg 1t

Be careful not o bean curds and fresh vegetables, Becanse they are not suitable for freezing.

DEFROSTING

You never have w defrost cither compartment The frost on cvaporator. which is hidden in back of the freezer
compartment, 15 melted away by the work of defrosting heater automariealby.
The defrosted water wis dianed into the evaporatng pan aod sutonutic evaporated.

CLEANING

When you freeze food, wrap it to keep jts humidity and flavaor before Storing i

Be careful not to bean curds and (resh vepembles. Becaase they are not simtahle for freezing.

Removable parts may be rinsed with water,

For cleaning the refrigerator, wipe the refrigerator with a damp cloth or sponge.

When soap is used. rinse through the refrigerator with witer and wipe it dry, Soap to be neutral,

Never use a hard brush, harsh, abrasive cleansers, heavy-duty cleansers or solvents. Such as paint thinner, benzene,
petrolesm. soup powder, hot water, acid, swab, polish, alcohol, alkaline cleanser, chemical damp cloth, ete. on any surface.
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CLEANING

Water splashed on the refrigerater will impaie the insulation of the electric part or rusk i0metal pars.

When cleaning electric parts such as “SWITCH™, “LAMP" wnng the cloth or sponge well.

Doy nod Torget to ¢lean the door gasket. Especially the bottom gasket 13 liable to diry

Wipe the door with o dey cloth when water splashes of it rusts,

Occasionally remove dust and other particles which may collect at the back of the refrigerator und the condenser under the
citbinet to keep heat radiating efficiency high.

For safety, unplug the retnigerator before cleaning

WHEN ELECTRICITY FAILS

Bro not open the door i possible. Food may he preserved safely for a few howrs eveén in sunmimer

WHEN ELECTRICITY FAILYRE IS INFORMED PREVIOUSLY

Cool of the refrigerator as much as possible by setting the dial 1o “MAX" position.
Doy pot store foods newly,

WHEN MOVING

Unplug the refngerator.

Remove all foods, defrost, clean intenor and wipe dry: Sccorely faster removable parts (or remove and package them
seprately ).

Handle with care; exterior should be protected with hlanket covering.

Pull the front cover. which i under the door, out to reach the adjusters,

Turn adpusters at the bottom of the refngerator counter-clockwise so the adjuster can be lifted above the floor.
Watch out for water spill from the evaparating pan when the refrigerator is slanted. Use cloth to cover the floor when the
refrigerator 15 slanted.
Be sure 1o keep the refngerstor upright at all time.
